ATHLETES 
 
SWIM SPORT CONVENOR/CHIEF RECORDER – Lyn Sutherland 
The 2006/07 season heralded a number of changes to our calendar, with the number of meets being 
reduced, and combining all grades of swimmers in most meets.  This change was generally well 
received and to some extent relieved the problem of a shortage of officials.  However, a shortage of 
key officials (referees) was still a problem when the top competitive swimmers were not in attendance 
at a meet.  
  
The Southland League meets held in June, July and August were very successful with good 
participation and the new concept was well received.  The combined relay teams allowed for young 
swimmers to meet and swim along side the senior swimmers they look up to.  Thank you to Ascot 
Park Hotel for providing sponsorship for this series.  The League meets will continue for the 2007/08 
season with some fine tweaking. 
 
The South Island Country and Town meet was also a new concept this season.  The inaugural meet 
was hosted by Queenstown Swimming Club.  The feed back from this meet was very positive.  The 
meet will be hosted by Eastern Districts in Timaru in 2008. 
 
The New Zealand Division II Competition was hosted by Swimming Southland on behalf of Swimming 
New Zealand at Splash Palace in March this year.  The meet was a success with good feed back 
received.  Thank you to all who worked during the meet as officials and poolside help.  Thank you also 
to Waverly for the great job they made of catering for the meet.  It was disappointing not to have 
received better support from visiting officials for this meet.  This resulted in a lack of experience in 
some areas.  
  
Swimming Southland was approached by Special Olympics Southland to assist in the running of their 
ribbon day held in May.  Assistance was given with processing entries, compiling the programme and 
with officiating.  Thank you to the officials who assisted with the meet.  It was an enjoyable mornings’ 
work leaving us all impressed with the standard of swimming in general and the obvious enjoyment 
expressed by the competitors. 
 
The processing of meet entries to local and National meets was taken over by Lisa, the Swimming 
Southland Administrator, prior to Christmas, and until her recent departure.  Lisa developed a good 
working relationship with the clubs and was quick to learn what was required.  Her involvement leading 
up to and during the Division II Competition was invaluable.  I wish Lisa all the best for the future.

First thing I learnt was that, different teams go at different times before the meet, after a few last 
minute hic-ups on my part. 
 
The next thing was you’ve got to get in quick. Please understand when we ask for indication of 
numbers we are actually booking most of our accommodation 8-12 months in advance. Naturally 
providers get quite grumpy when numbers keep changing especially closer to the time. 
 
We have now created a travel procedure which includes a list of good and blacklisted accommodation 
– with feedback from managers’ reports. This is very important when booking accommodation for 
future meets. 
 
We have most of the 07/08 meets at least tentatively organized.  
 
We will be returning to Scotts College in Wellington for NZ Spring Champs due to the high praise it got 
2 years ago and the unavailability of the hotel we normally use. 
 
We are trying the Lincoln green for the NZ Summers team in Auckland, as the previous place has not 
worked out on a number of trips – so here’s hoping. 
 
A particular highlight was booking the SI Country and Town team of 60 into Queenstown at a realistic 
cost.

Treasurers Annual Report 
 
It gives me great pleasure to present the annual statement of accounts for the 2006/07 year. 
 
This year Swimming Southland has had an operating surplus of $21884.62 before 
depreciation. 
 
Total income was $177376.16. We had a significant increase in sponsorship from the 
Invercargill Licensing Trust assisting us with the employment of our coaching and 
administration staff. We are continually indebted for their ongoing support. 
 
The management committee were again able to make payments from operating funds to 
swimmers who gained selection to New Zealand teams. These payments are in recognition 
of their outstanding achievements. 
 
The new web based system used to purchase team uniforms has proved to be very 
successful resulting in a decrease in our stock on hand and helping with cash flow. 
 
The only plant purchase made this year was the new medal dais. 
 
The NZ Div 2 Championships hosting fee along with proceeds from raffles and the after 
function resulted in $2497.93 additional income. 
 
While the operating surplus was healthy for 2006/07 there is an overlap in financial years 
with funding received from the ILT and our next date for funds. 
 
Despite this we do remain in a strong position and are able to provide ongoing support to 
swimmers, coaches and officials as they strive for excellence in this great sport.
