 Open to Swimming Southland affiliated members  
 Swimmers may not enter in both competitive and non competitive events 
 Results for competitive swimmers events will be scored as male and female in the 

following age groupings 
 7 & under 
 8 years 
 9 years 
 10 years 
 11 years 
 12 to 14 years 

 Open to all swimmers 9 years and under unless they have more than one 10 & 
11yrs times (see table below for times).   

 Open to swimmers of 10, 11, 12, 13 and 14yrs who do not have more than two times 
equal to or faster than the times as follows:

Note:  Entry times will be checked against the Swimming Southland Database. 
 

 Clubs please ensure when a swimmer is entering an event for the first time that he/she is 
competent over the distance (i.e. able to swim the stroke according to the rules of stroke – 
refer FINA Rule Book or the Swimming Southland Hand Book  

 Relays –Teams are to be mixed and comprise of four swimmers. Swimmers can be 
competitive or non competitive.   

  
Sashes will be presented to the first three place getters in each event and ribbons to 4th to 8th 
place getters. This includes relays 
 
Presentations will take place at the end of the meet for all events.
